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A murderer tried and found guilty or murder, but excused by the President. What is the use of Justice System? 

Government logic is President can do that under his constitutional power, which was actually politically motivated. 

If the case is for general mass, President would not forgive him. This is again one of the examples that politicians and elites are one class and the others are another.

Where Justice System is manipulated by politicians, Govt. is getting court’s verdict in favor of its propositions. And no one can criticize the verdict, if it does, it would be a contempt of Court. 

For whom the Court is, for who the Constitution is! Now the Governance system is to confiscate the rights and freedom of people, in the name of either Court or Constitution in Bangladesh. Bangladesh Constitution Article 7(A) and (B) also prohibit any sorts or criticism of Constitution and prohibit the rights to change any. How a Constitution could be a Universal and everlasting, one might wonder! In fact this all are somehow related to the recent contracts Government has been done with various multinational companies sacrificing the interests of the country. For example- off-shore oil and gas, Transit agreement with India and so on. Before that in the constitution it was passed the indemnity of the Government actions and contracts. So, nobody could sue any of the Member of Parliaments and Ministers in accusation of corruption or wrong doing.
This all can be possible because countries like USA and UK did this more than one occasions since the collapse of the Soviet Union. Now they also do not have the moral rights to advise or instruct others to be ethical and just. So did the United Nations. In fact global system of ethics and morality are at stake. Everywhere justice system has become the tool of legalizing unjust, unfair, immoral acts.
